PLEASE BRING ONLY THE FOLLOWING CLEAN AND DRY ITEMS: 

Category 1:  Candy wrappers (including those from candy bars) 

Category 2:  Granola, protein bar and snack wrappers 

Category 3:  Coffee pods and creamer capsules 

Category 4:  Markers and pens that no longer work 

Category 5:  Old toothbrushes and toothbrush packaging, empty 
          toothpaste tubes, dental floss containers, bar soap 
          wrappers, empty deodorant containers  

Category 6:  Inner linings of cereal boxes, plastic grocery bags, 
          bread bags, case overwraps, dry cleaning bags,           
          newspaper sleeves, ice bags, plastic resealable bags,                    
          produce bags, bubble wrap, salt bags.   Please DO
          NOT  bring frozen food bags, prewashed salad bags, 
           cling wrap, plastic wrap that has been printed on or 

         degradable bags.  

Category 7:  Styrofoam packing, peanuts, and  meat trays          
Category 8:  Non-recyclable parts from the containers of any 
          brand of cleaning products, (pumps, caps, triggers, 
          soft  pouches) 

Category 9:  Any eyeglasses, sunglasses and hearing aids, (even if 
          these items need repair)
